WHAT IS INCLUDED IN THE 
COSMETOLOGY PROGRAM?
The Cosmetology Boards of North Carolina and Georgia 
require 1500 clock hours for graduation and testing. This 
consists of a core fundamentals section, an Adaptive 
Phase in our student salon and a Creative Phase in 
which you’ll develop your own style and operate more 
independently.
 
In addition to technical instruction, you will also learn vital 
business skills that will help you in your career, including 
customer service, hygiene, retail skills, record keeping and 
business ethics.

 
Chemical Texturizing – 
Learn to create permanent waves or use chemical 
straightening. Your training will teach you about the 
process of using various chemicals to change the structure 
of hair.
 
Hair Coloring –
Covering the chemistry of hair coloring, you’ll learn various 
formulations and application techniques to help your 
clients achieve the perfect shade.
 
Manicures/Pedicures – 
HSI will teach you to perform professional-level nail work 
with an understanding of nail structure and anatomy. You’ll 
learn to apply gels, repair cracks and treat cuticles, with 
practice on real clients. 
 
Salon Management – 
Your education will also include basic management skills 
to help you effectively run your business. You’ll learn best-
practices for client relations, bookkeeping and sanitation 
compliance.
